The SEND Factors that apply are any of:

· Has an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) or attends Special School

· Has (or is awaiting) a diagnosis that would reasonably lead to an application for an EHCP

· Has (or is awaiting) any kind of SEN support at school

· Is home educated and defines as ‘disabled’ or ‘having special educational needs’.


The Vulnerability Factors that apply are any of:

· bullied at school
· a Youth carer
· a parent
· being subject of a Child Protection Plan or Special Guardianship Order
· having experienced Domestic violence or abuse
· living in temporary accommodation
· parent has alcohol or drug dependency or uses substances problematically
· parent has mental ill health
· not in mainstream education
· born to parents one of whom was under 18 years old
· looked after (in local authority care) or in foster care, placed for adoption or in other placements
· in families in which parent is in prison 
· in youth custody, or mental health secure accommodation or having received in-patient mental health treatment
· having experienced significant emotional or mental health issues or having had contact with mental health services
· who have been neglected or abused 
· who have experienced parental neglect or maltreatment
· who have experienced FGM or trafficking
· who have been the victim of crime in the last 12 months
· have limiting longstanding or longstanding illness
· regularly going hungry
· in a family in which the parental relationship is in distress and in ‘troubled families’
· unaccompanied asylum seekers or in a family with asylum seekers or who are irregular migrants to the country 
· Romany, traveller or gipsy
· LBGTQ+
· at significant risk of radicalisation
· excluded from school, in a PRU or reported as missing from education
· subject to a youth caution, sentence or a member of a street gang at risk of exploitation by a street gang.
